The Parties shall foster the development of
geography and interdisciplinary sciences,
and in pursuing this aim, establish a needed
reference, regulatory and legal framework.

The Parties shall organize and hold joint
research-to-practice conferences,
symposia, workshops and roundtable
discussions on current issues in multilateral

The Parties shall exchange, as may be
agreed by the Parties, geography-related
materials and archival documents to be
used for scientific research.

Article 10
The Parties shall enable and facilitate
collaboration between their members —
individuals and organizations registered in
the Parties’ respective countries.
