The Parties shall encourage and promote
scientific ties between the two countries, on
condition of full observance of the principles
of national sovereignty, equality and non-
interference in internal matters.

Article 3
The Parties shall foster the development of
geography and interdisciplinary sciences, and
in pursuing this aim, establish a needed
reference, regulatory and legal framework.

Article 4
The Parties shall organize and hold joint
research-to-practice conferences, symposia,
workshops and roundtable discussions on
current issues in multilateral cooperation.

Article 5
The Parties shall enable and facilitate direct
relationships between geographical

institutions of the Parties’ respective countries.

The Parties shall confribute to the
improvement of the quality of geographical
education and, in pursuing this goal, exchange
information and experience.

Article 8
The Parties shall encourage and enhance, to
the extent possible, the teaching and learning
of geography in different educational
institutions of the Parties’ respective countries,
by means found to be the most appropriate by
each Party.

Article 9
The Parties shall exchange, as may be agreed
by the Parties, geography-related materials
and archival documents to be used for
scientific research.

Article 10
The Parties shall enable and facilitate
collaboration between their members —

individuals and organizations registered in the
Parties’ respective countries.

Article 11

The Parties shall create a permanent Working
Group of Experts, responsible for the
development of cooperation between the two
Parties, with the aim to coordinate joint
initiatives and implement the present
partnership Agreement, as well as to
coordinate and implement joint events.

The Working Group of Experts shall organize
meetings, as and when needed, revise the
results and make further suggestions on the
implementation of the present Agreement.
